With the hares being Spoof and Wet Patch it was generally expected that 
there would be plenty of R Rated content on this run. 

After a short briefing by Spoof, we were soon making our way down hill, 
across Bridge Road to the first of many checks. With only 2 real likely possi-
bilities, Buddha checked forward and was soon rewarded by finding trail. 

Leading the pack in true anchor contention form, Buddha continued to-
wards Main North Road following the proven formula:
